•	 Drums larger than 5 gallons
•	 Ammunition, explosives, fireworks, & flares
•	 Asbestos-containing insulation, tile, & 

linoleum
•	 BBQ propane tanks larger than 1 lb, 

compressed gas cylinders
•	 Medical waste
•	 Expired meds 
•	 Sharps
•	 Non-hazardous wastes
•	 Radioactive materials

•	 Paint (oil-based, latex, & aerosols)
•	 Paint thinners & strippers
•	 Pesticides, insecticides, & fungicides
•	 Cleaning products 
•	 Car care products
•	 Propane cylinders, 1 lb (Coleman-size)
•	 Fluorescent bulbs (straight tubes & CFLs)
•	 Fuels (diesel, gasoline, & kerosene)
•	 Photographic chemicals
•	 Thermometers & mercury containing 

devices
•	 Batteries (car, household, & rechargeable)
•	 Pool/spa chemicals
•	 PCB ballasts
•	 Smoke Detectors (intact)
